Christopher was in a familiar setting, indoors.  Most of the lighting came from overhead fluorescent light.  Natural light came from the windows at his back.

The second target was an unfamiliar teacher holding a chart, and the third target was another unfamiliar teacher making facial expressions from a set distance. For the chart and facial expressions, natural light came from the student’s left side.

At 15 feet he did not identify a 1” tall red toy on a black background. 

	Christopher’s face turns upward slightly for distance and detail viewing. At 15 feet he was able to see someone waving hand and gross motor movements.
At 10 feet he was able to comment that it was a toy, possibly a car.


	At 5 feet he was able to see facial detail, such as smiling, grimacing.
At 2 feet he was able to identify a 1 inch high red dinosaur on a black background.
